VISITOR REGISTRATION PROCEDURES

located in the Customer Center, Building 7 on the map below. There you will be issued a name badge that should be
visible while on campus and returned to Security at the end of the day.

Guests must be escorted by a Milliken host at all times. If your first destination is the Guest House, please proceed to
that location and follow the above when/if your visit includes other locations on campus.

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DIRECTIONS

Before 6am and after 6pm please use the Business I-85 entrance. This is the only entrance with a call box
to open the gate. Either gate can be used to exit the property.

RMC is located at the corner of Business I-85 and 1-585 on its western side and off SC Highway 9 on its eastern side.
Our campus can be accessed from -85, Business I-85, and SC Highway 9. See more specific instructions below.

Driving North on I-85:
= Travel North on Interstate 1-85
=  (Normally you would take Business I-85 but part of that road is closed until summer 2023.)
=  Take exit 72 for US-176/1-585 toward Spartanburg/Inman
= Turn right onto 1-585 S/US-176 E (signs for Spartanburg)
= Take the exit onto Business I-85 N toward Charlotte
= Take exit 5B to merge onto Frontage Rd/Milliken Rd
= Take the first right onto the RMC campus
=  Follow blue “Visitor” signs to the Customer Center

Driving South on I-85:
= Travel South on Interstate 1-85
Take 1-85 Business Loop (I-85BL)
Take exit 6 (Hwy. 9/Boiling Springs)
Go under the Hwy. 9 bridge, then turn to the right. You will loop around to the right and cross over Business 1-85
Pass the motels and the Family Car Rental
At the second traffic light, turn right into the RMC campus (you should see a large magnolia tree and a gate)
Follow blue “Visitor” signs to the Customer Center

Driving from Spartanburg on 1-585:
= Take the Hwy. 9 exit off 1-585
= Turn right on Hwy. 9/Boiling Springs
=  Go to the third traffic light and turn left into RMC (you should see a large magnolia tree and a gate)
=  Follow blue “Visitor” signs to the Customer Center

Driving from GSP to Milliken:
=  Follow signs to 1-85
=  Merge onto I-85 N towards Spartanburg; travel on I-85 N for about 15 miles
= (Normally you would take Business |-85 but part of that road is closed until summer 2023.)
»  Take exit 72 for US-176/1-585 toward Spartanburg/Inman
= Turn right onto 1-585 S/US-176 E (signs for Spartanburg)
= Take the exit onto Business I-85 N toward Charlotte
= Take exit 5B to merge onto Frontage Rd/Milliken Rd
=  Take the first right onto the RMC campus
=  Follow blue “Visitor” signs to the Customer Center

Driving from Charlotte International Airport to Milliken:
= Take Josh Birmingham Pkwy and follow signs to 1-85
Josh Birmingham Pkwy becomes Little Rock Rd.
Use the left two lanes to turn left to merge onto 1-85 S toward Gastonia
Travel South on Interstate 1-85 for approx. 60 miles
Take 1-85 Business Loop (I-85BL S)
Take exit 6 (Hwy. 9/Boiling Springs)
Go under the Hwy. 9 bridge, then turn to the right. You will loop around to the right and cross over Business 1-85
Pass the motels and the Family Car Rental
At the second traffic light, turn right into the RMC campus (you should see a large magnolia tree and a gate)
Follow blue “Visitor” signs to the Customer Center

You will notice blue directional signs as you enter the campus. Follow the signs marked Customer Center. Then
proceed to park in or near rows J and K (see map on next page). As you walk in, you will pass the fountain “Children
Playing” on your right, and the Customer Center will be located down the stairs and through the courtyard to your

left.
